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About the Webinar 

As the global COVID-19 pandemic has gripped the world, crucial health disparity 
and health inequity concerns are already emerging. For instance, in Chicago, Illinois, 
African-Americans comprise over 50% of positive COVID-19 tests and 72% of virus-
related deaths, even though they comprise less than a third of the population. In 
Michigan, African-Americans comprise a third of positive tests and 40% of deaths, 
while only comprising 14% of the total population. And health experts expect 
COVID-19 to disproportionately impact those with underlying health conditions, 
including cardiovascular and respiratory illnesses and diabetes. Additionally, many 
lower-income workers do not have the luxury to work from home, and social 
distancing can be more difficult. A report from the Economic Policy Institute 
asserted that less than one in five black workers in roughly one in six Hispanic 
workers have the ability to work from home. This webinar features two Chief 
Diversity officers from two of the country’s most renowned integrated health delivery 
networks to discuss the critical health equity challenges that are emerging, how 
organizations can respond to ensure that vulnerable and marginalized communities 
receive adequate support, and how COVID-19 could be a catalyst for driving 
equitable transformation for the future.
